The Home page is the first page that customers see when they come to the store.  One 
example of the basic components of the Home Page are: 
 

1. Site Navigation  

2. Search box 

3. Store name/ Logo 

4. Mini ςCart 

5. Left  Menu of Brands 

6. Contact Information 

7. Marketing Materials 

8. Featured Products 

9. Specials 

10. Footer 

 
 



When a new store is set up by UniformMarket not every section listed above must be used by 
the Store Owner.  For example, if the Store Owner is not prepared to select Featured Products 
or to define ñSpecialsò, the store can be launched and these items can be added at a later date 
depending on the wishes of the Store Owner. 
 
You can control most of the components on the Home Page through the following Local Page 
Elements:

ABOUT PAGE 
 
As a default, when UniformMarket sets up a new store, we add contact info for the About Page 
or we add some default About Us text if we can access information about the company that will 
allow UniformMarket to create this page until we receive specific text form the Store Owner. 
 
The page element that controls the content of the About Page is:

A Store Administrator can modify this page element using either: 
 

1. Direct input of HTML into the Page Element Content Field 

2. Use of the built in HTML Editor (not supported in Chrome) 

3. An external HTML editor (e.g.: Dreamweaver) and cutting and pasting code form the external 

editor to the Page Element Content Field

On the Cart Page you can control: 
 

1. Applying Coupons 

2. Estimate Shipping and Tax charges 

 
If you have Coupons enabled in the Cart you can also control what information about the 
coupons is displayed when it is applied.  The information that you can control is explained in 
detail in the Section below ñCOUPONSò. 
 
 
 
 
 
 



CHECKOUT PAGE 
 
 

 
 
The Checkout process starts with the Sign In screen.  The UMSS allows for several types of 

checkout processes. 

Returning Customers ï This is for Customers that have either used your store before and have 

created an account for themselves OR this is for customers that you have imported into your 

Customer table using the Customer Import Function of the UMSS Admin area. 

There are several advantages to having customer create accounts when they shop in your 

online store. This includes the collection of contact information for your marketing purposes, 

tracking of customers and their habits, and more.  From the Customerôs point of view it allows 

them to access their account information after they log in to your store.  They can maintain their 

account information and make changes to Billing and Shipping information and see all shipped 

and pending orders.  This is also where they would go if you update orders with Tracking 

information from UPS, etc. 

 

New Customers ï This section if for new customers to set up their accounts.  This is where they 

would set their username and password which would allow them to login in subsequent visits as 

Returning Customers. 

 



Express Checkout ï This is for customers that do not want to set up an account.  As the Store 

Owner, you can allow or not allow the Express Checkout as you require.  If you select to use the 

Express Checkout, you can also define those checkout methods that may be used in the  

Express Checkout route.  For example, you could set the system so that only Purchase Orders 

are allowed in the Express Checkout and for customers that want to use Credit cards they must 

register as a Customer.
