
Rebuild Tool 
 

 

Many pages of the sites are pre-built and stored as HTML to increase the performance of the 

stores.  The pages that are pre-built include the Home Page, Sub-Category Page, Category 

Product Landing Page and Product Detail Page. 

  
ACCESSING THE REBUILD TOOL 

To access the Rebuild tool, you must be in the front end of the store in which you wish to use the 

tool. 

For example, to use the rebuild tool in your site go to http://www.mywebsite.com. 

Next, go to the about page of the site, the address will look like: 

http://mywebsite.com/UMSS.cfm?page=page-index.cfm&template_code=About 

and change template_code=About to template_code=Rebuild and press ñenterò.  Your URL will 

look like this:

The following options are available in the Rebuild Menu: 

1. Activate On-Going Changes: 

This option allows you to activate on-going changes for the full time that the browser session is 

alive.  That is, as long as you keep the browser window open, this option will cause any changes 

you make in the Admin to Categories and Products to be reflected on the front end of the site.  

The display of the categories and the products for you may be slower than normal because each 

change is forcing a rebuild when you go to that category or product.   

 

2. Rebuild Home Page: 

This option forces the rebuild of the Home Page 

 

3. Rebuild Results Swatches: (module add-on) 

This option forces the rebuild of the display used by the “Swatches- Landing Page Module”, 

which enables customer to browse color swatches on the website, and when a customer clicks 

on a particular swatch, only products in this color show up. 

 

4. Rebuild Left Nav:  

This options rebuilds the left navigation and must be used when you modify the categories and 

subcategories of your system. 

 

5. Rebuild Top Nav: (currently not active) 

This option forces a rebuild of the Top Nav and must be used if you add  or modify the links in 

the Top Nav bar. 

 

6. Rebuild Crawler Site Map: 



This option forces the rebuild of  SpiderMap template that is generated for crawling of the site 

in order to enhance performance. If you need us to recrawl your website you should contact

7. Rebuild SEO Site Map: 

This option forces the rebuild of the SiteMap page that is referenced most likely in the footer of 

your website. 

 

8. Rebuild Categories: 

This option should be used when you want to rebuild all of the categories and products.  

By setting the Date & Time the system will be set to rebuild all of the category and product 

pages that have been built before the Date and Time set. For example, if you want all products 

to be rebuilt you can enter the current date and time.  If you want to rebuild all the products 

except for those added in the last week you can set the date and time for 1 week in the past.  

Similarly, you can set the date in the future and products will rebuild every time they are visited 

and won’t stop being rebuilt until after the entered date.
